TRACK DAY RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. All participants in open track days must wear the approved and necessary equipment in order to participate.

2. Equipment includes an approved helmet with the minimum rating of Snell M95, riding gloves, boots at least 8 inches high, and a leather or Cordura
jacket/pants combo (with or without armour). Full leathers are recommended.

3. Mirrors must be removed.

4. All glass and plastic lenses must be taped over completely.

5. All motorcycles must have a handlebar mounted kill switch in working condition within easy reach from a normal riding position.

6. Tires must be in good condition. No tires that have been punctured and repaired are allowed.
Note: Oil filter, drain bolt, and rad cap lockwiring are strongly encouraged if you plan to participate frequently. In addition an added safety measure includes
changing coolant to distilled water. (just make sure you change back before winter hits!)

7. All riders will have a rider orientation. This will include a walk/drive around the track and orientation laps led by an experienced expert. The orientation
will include instruction on how to enter and exit the track, and flag familiarization.

8. THERE WILL BE ABSOLUTELY NO PASSING IN THE TURNS. The rider will be given one warning and a second infraction will result in disqualification
with no refund of fees.

The MRA reserves the right to cancel open track days for any reason.

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FROM THE EDITOR.. . By Andy Jones

Actually, I should call this the round 2.5 and 3.0 race
reports, as racers, fans, and avid readers already know
that we had to postpone the latter half of Round 2 because
of crappy weather. We would essentially have a pseudo-
double-header weekend, with round 2 on Saturday and
Round 3, in its entirety, on Sunday.

First up was the re-started 600 race. We only got 2 laps
in previously, so we started from scratch. From the start,
it was the Myron Groening show. Sheldon Chamberlin
on the #74 bike kept close company for a time, but
Groening steadily pulled away to a several-second lead.
Also with the experts, Larry Lage held firm in third,
followed by Dave Fraser, Mark Stevens, James
Sheppard, and Craig Stieben. The novice racers were
locked in a fierce battle between regular frontrunners
Ryan Weibe, Charlie Caldbick, Colin Duncan, and
Derek Baerg. Regardless of the improved conditions,
the race was not without incident, as Stieben went down
in the infield, injuring his upper arm and elbow. The race
concluded without stoppage, with the top 3 experts
crossing line as Groening, from Chamberlin and Lage,
followed by Fraser, Stevens and Sheppard. In the novice
ranks, Caldbick emerged the victor in front of Wiebe,
Duncan, Baerg, and an ever faster Brent Muio coming
home in 5th spot.

Freightliner FX was up next, and when you mix the big
bikes up with the supersport machines, you are bound
to get some interesting results. Fred Marriot has been
nailing his starts lately, and this race was no exceptions,
leading after the first lap. A freight train of riders were in
close pursuit, including Dan Fyfe on the R1, Steve
Bellemore, Mike Filipovic, and Scott McCrea, the latter
two on open-class Kawasaki’s. As usual, Groening and
Chamberlin were also in the thick of it. The novice class
was a contest between Bob Arella, Donny Bruno,
newcomer Israel Jonas, and Caldbick, Wiebe, and
Duncan. When the dust settled, Fyfe scored another
podium result in 2nd place, followed by Bellemore in 3rd.
Groening once again came out the winner, on his
supersport-spec machine. The novices were led to the
line by Arella, with Caldbick and Wiebe close behind,
and Honda-mounted Jonas an impressive 4th.

MRA prez Jason Morell continued his near-domination
of the Canadian Thunder class, coming home ahead of
close competitor Colin Dauphinais, and an impressive
Wilson High on his tiny TZ125. Doug Martens, Dave
March, Bob Bais and Rick Helms completed the race
result for the 2nd race, the first being run in the wet on
the previous weekend.

Only two races remained on the busy Saturday. First up
was the Superbike race. Myron Groening completed his
excellent string of results, with another win against the
larger machines. However, there were a few changes
behind him, as Mike Filipovic stepped onto the bottom
step of the podium, following another green machine
across the line, that of Chamberlin. Fred Marriot improved
on his previous result with a solid 4th, with Bellemore
and Fyfe rounding out the top half-dozen. Bob Arella
once again prevailed ahead of the other novice racers,
this time with Ryan Wiebe in pursuit, followed by Caldbick.
Jonas matched his prior strong result with another 4th.
Look for good things out of the rider on the red 600RR.
If you can’t see him, you’ll hear him. The pipe on that
beast has the most raucous exhaust note this side of a
rusty husqvarna!

History was made in the Open class, the last race of the

day. Sheldon Chamberlin finally got the best of Groening,
winning on his ZX10R. Crossing the line after second-
place Groening was Marriot, on the #97 gixxer. Scott
McCrea also had a great race, coming home in fourth in
front of Larry Lage. Dan Fyfe was noticeably absent from
the pointy end of the pack having crashed in the infield.
Thankfully Dan was OK, but his bike was a bit worse for
wear. Once again with the novices, it was the Arella --
Caldbick -- Wiebe show, with Charlie coming out in front
of this battle, followed by Arella and Wiebe. Donny Bruno
crossed the line in 4th, with Colin Duncan coming home
in 5th.

Sunday, June 18th dawned a bit brighter than past
weekends, but once again, the Gimli faithful were
subjected to an overnight deluge Saturday. There’s
nothing like awaking to cloudy skies and wet gear on
race day morning. Surely we’d have one Sunday without
rain?

An uneventful morning practice had Canadian Thunder
#1 grid up on schedule. Tire problems had Martens Sr.
miss the start, and near the end of lap 1 it was Dauphinais
ahead of Morell and Sheppard. Yours truly had a front
row seat to what appeared to be a lowside entering turn
9, and Colin was out of the mix. Neither rider nor bike
appeared to suffer too much, and the race continued.
Jason and I sparred up front, but as neither was racing
for position, the passes remained sensible. Wilson High
had slotted his giant killer TZ into 2nd place, ahead of
the F2 of Dave March and Rick Helms on the EX 500.
At the finish, Morell came home victorious again, with
High and March rounding out the podium.

In the Dash for Cash, Chamberlin continued his win
streak from the previous day coming home ahead of
Groening, and Fred Marriot. Scott McCrea once again
just missed a podium spot in 4th. In the novice class,
Bob Arella began a day to remember with the first of
many victories, followed by the “usual suspects” of Wiebe,
and Caldbick. Colin Duncan was 4th.

The Sunday Superbike saw an excellent battle up front.
Fred Marriot continued his string of jackrabbit starts,
maintaining the lead until lap 5. Behind him, second place
was at one time occupied by Scott McCrea, Mike Filipovic,
Myron Groening, and Sheldon Chamberlin, over
succeeding laps, until things started to settle down.
Chamberlin took the lead over on lap 6, with Groening
in tow. Marriot held down third until the end, with McCrea,
Filipovic, and Bellemore battling close behind. When the
chequered flag fell, Chamberlin had win #2, shadowed
by Groening. Marriot maintained third, from McCrea and
then Bellemore in 5th. In the novice category, Arella had
a wire to wire win, with the drama occurring behind him.
Wiebe remained steady in second for 11 of 12 laps, with
Charlie Caldbick and Israel Jonas tow. The positions
remained the same until the 10th lap, when Jonas leap-
frogged up to second place. He held on to the finish, with
Wiebe rounding out the podium.

In 600 Supersport, some new faces were at the front of
the novice class. Charlie Caldbick emerged victorious in
the shortened (red flag) race, but it was Derek Baerg
coming across in second place. Baerg had shadowed
Israel Jonas for much of the race, but passed his
competitor on lap 10, and the results stood. In the expert
category, Myron Groening once again checked out at
the front, gapping the field by upwards of 10 seconds.
Chamberlin came home in second position, followed by
Dave Fraser and Larry Lage. The red flag was caused

by a turn one crash by Brent Muio, who had to be
transported to hospital. Brent got up to speed quite quickly
-- here’s hoping he gets back out to the track soon.

The second Canadian Thunder race was not without
drama either. Jason Morell took the lead at the start, and
once again I got up close and personal with another
“racing incident”. This time it included Doug Martens and
Colin Dauphinais. Entering turn 3, Morell dove to the
inside to set up Colin for a pass, but the two bikes came
together, the Kawasaki rear-ending Dauphinais’ SV with
some force. What I saw was blue smoke and Martens
desperately trying to keep his machine upright. Luckily
both riders and bikes came out OK, and remained in the
race. This drama allowed Morell to pull away, and
Dauphinais recovered to finish 2nd, with Martens 3rd,
High 4th, followed by Dave March and Bob Bais.

The Freightliner Formula Extreme race was host to
another of Fred Marriot’s now-patented holeshots, but
he was only able to hold off Chamberlin’s big Kwak until
lap 3, when the 74 bike came past. Marriot slotted into
3rd on the next lap, bumped back by Scott McCrea. At
this point, Groening was stuck in 4th, but got his head
down and worked his way forward. 2nd on lap 7, and
heading the field by lap 10, Myron won the feature race
of the day. Chamberlin held on to second, with former
novice champ McCrea rounding out the medal winners.
Marriot faded to 5th at the end, crossing the line behind
Filipovic. In the novice class, Wiebe suffered an
uncommon DNF, so while Arella won yet again. It was
Jonas coming in second, followed by Colin Duncan,
Donny Bruno and Mike Beno.

Sunday’s last battle was the Open class, and once again
both Arella and Groening won their respective classes.
Arella was followed home by Duncan and Caldbick, with
Bruno, Derek Baerg, and Jason Morell in the top 6.
Groening was joined in the winner’s circle by second-
place finisher Mike Filipovic and Fred Marriot. Scott
McCrea came in 4th, with Chamberlin an uncharacteristic
5th and Larry Lage bringing it home in 6th on his 600RR
Kawasaki.

Despite the morning threat of rain, the weather held off,
aside from a few drops seen on the windscreen or visor.
We’re still not sure if the track was kept “dry” by the dust
from the motocrashers having fun nearby, or if it was the
characteristic Gimli gusts that always seem to whip up.
Bad luck award goes to Dan DeCorby. Fresh from his
trip to the Isle of Man TT, his Ducati 748 was afflicted by
first electrical problems, and then what seemed to be a
big-end problem. This after driving down from Thompson
no less! Most impressive about Dan is his never say die
attitude. We’ll be sure to see him back when he exorcizes
the ghosts of Italian reliability.

We have an unconfirmed report of disparaging comments
regarding Italian bikes and their testy electrical systems
made by Warren Hilton. This from a man whose native
land brought us the joy of Lucas electrics, positive ground
and all. All kidding aside, the title “prince of darkness”
certainly does not apply to Sir Hilton. Requiring only a
jerry can and ignition source, Warren can be quite
illuminating, regardless of the time of day. If you’re reading
this and don’t get the inside joke, either (a) buy a British
bike or car built prior to 1977 and try to get the lights to
work regularly, (b) camp over at the track and ask Warren
to start a fire, or (c ) all of the above.
