TRACK DAY RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. All participants in open track days must wear the approved and necessary equipment in order to participate.

2. Equipment includes an approved helmet with the minimum rating of Snell M95, riding gloves, boots at least 8 inches high, and a
jacket/pants combo (with or without armour). Full leathers are recommended.

3. Mirrors must be removed.
4. All glass and plastic lenses must be taped over completely.
5. All motorcycles must have a handlebar mounted kill switch in working condition within easy reach from a normal riding position.

6. Tires must be in good condition. No tires that have been punctured and repaired are allowed.
Note: Qil filter, drain bolt, and rad cap lockwiring are strongly encouraged if you plan to participate frequently. In addition an added ¢
changing coolant to distilled water. (just make sure you change back before winter hits!)

7. All riders will have a rider orientation. This will include a walk/drive around the track and orientation laps led by an experienced e
will include instruction on how to enter and exit the track, and flag familiarization.

8. THERE WILL BE ABSOLUTELY NO PASSING IN THE TURNS. The rider will be given one warning and a second infraction will
with no refund of fees.

Travis is doing well, healing slowly. | think the pain in his gut
regarding the accident hurts more than his back as | know
he’s taking the accident really personal and feels quite guilty.

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ROUND 1 RACE REPORT

The action on Sunday got started right around 11:00 am with
the opening race of the newly named Canadian Thunder
class. The class contained 8 bikes on the grid -- the most seen
in quite some time. Nice to see this category as the true entry
level/old farts class. Rico and | were trying to figure out the
average age of the riders, but ran out of fingers and toes
between us to count that high. When the flag fell, it was Mark
BourBonniere with the holeshot, ahead of MRA prez Jason
Morell, Bob Bais and James Sheppard. Three laps later,

Morell and Sheppard had pulled by BourBonniere, and Doug
Martens on his new Ninja 650 was pressing for fourth. By
lap 6, Sheppard passed Morell for the overall lead, with Bais
in third, and Martens in fourth overall. At the flag, it was
Sheppard coming home first (in Expert), and Morell the Novice
winner, with Bais and Martens rounding out the podium. Fourth
was BourBonniere, with Billy Martens, Rick Helms, and
Wilson High rounding out the finishers. Best guess is that
Martens the elder is the first Canadian to put the new Ninja
650 on a podium.

The next race of the day was Dash for Cash. Myron Groening
appeared to have the holeshot at the front of the experts, but
across the line for lap one, it was Sheldon Chamberlain with
the lead, with Groening close behind, followed by Dan Fyfe,
Fred Marriot, Mike Filipovic, Larry Lage, and new expert
Scott McCrea. The lead was swapped during lap three, as
Groening took over. By now the top two riders had a small
gap on the rest of the field of experts. Lap 7 saw McCrea take
5th from Filipovic. Further back in the field, a battle was raging
between Cam Braaten and Steve Bellemare, with Bellemare
pulling alongside Braaten out of turn 9 on to the front straight.
On the final lap Groening cracked off a 1:00 minute lap to
take the victory, followed by Chamberlain, Fyfe, Marriot,
McCrea, Filipovic, and Lage. The novice class was won by
Bobby Arella, with Charlie Caldbick and Ryan Weibe also

on the box in second and third, respectively.

After the Sportsman riders took to the track, the 600ss class
was gridded. It was the Myron Groening show during this
race. After nailing the start, Groening started to gap his closest
pursuers at an alarming rate. From my vantage on the hot
pit, best guesstimates saw a 3 second, then 6 second, 9
second, and then an amazing (confirmed with a stopwatch)
12 second lead established by lap 7 over pursuer Chamberlain.
Lage held firm in third, with another gap to the racers in

positions 4th to 6th. Amongst the other competitors, a good
scrap was developing between Jason Morell and former novice
champ Craig Steiben. The two would swap positions
throughout the race, and in subsequent races throughout the
afternoon. As well, Dan Decorby’s 748 was a close match to
the Japanese machine of #52, Colin Duncan. In the end, it
was Groening, Chamberlain, and Lage making an all -- Kawasaki
expert podium, and Ryan Wiebe leading the novices home
over Bruce Anning and Duncan. A good day for the green
bikes in 600!

In the second Canadian Thunder race, Morell was once again

the winner in novice, with Bais and Martens rounding out the
top 3. Wilson High got his TZ back up to speed, coming home
4th ahead of Billy Martens, BourBonniere, and Helms. Sheppard
was the lone competitor in the expert class, and finished 3rd
on track, losing touch with the SV650’s of Bais and Morell.

The feature Freightliner Formula Extreme race was gridded
after the afternoon break. Once again, it was Groening with
the win in expert, but a indication of things to come saw Fyfe
come across the line in second, and Marriot 3rd. The novice
class was won by Bobby Arella, over Charlie Caldbick and
Ryan Wiebe.

The last race of the day was Open. An amazing race throughout,

it saw Dan Fyfe take his first expert win on his R1, over
Groening and Chamberlain. Filipovic was beginning to come
to grips with his new ZX10, bringing it home in 4th overall.
The novice class was won by Bobby Arella, with Charlie Caldbick
taking home another 2nd place, and Ryan Weibe coming across
in 3rd. Colin Duncan, Mike Beno, Morell, Decorby, and Yvan
Fontaine rounded out the novice racers.

Overall, it was an excellent day of racing. My apologies for
any mistakes | may have made -- this article is being based
on notes scrawled quickly as bikes went by, along with results
posted by the MRA. On top of that, | had my own races to
worry about, so some race reports are a bit thin... priorities
| guess. | have a few “awards” to mention...

The “Save of the Day” goes to Jason Morell in the Open race.
Anytime you scare the corner workers more than yourself,
you must be a tad out of shape. Considering he spends a lot
of time with an expatriate Brit, his grass-track racing skills
are not surprising.

The “Dominator” award goes to Myron Groening. A 12-second
lead in 7 laps is stunning.

The “MacGyver” award goes to Wilson High, and his Thunder
competitors. Together, they fixed his expansion chamber with
a coffee tin, exhaust gasket paste, and hose clamps.
