TRACK DAY RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. All participants in open track days must wear the approved and necessary equipment in
order to participate.

2. Equipment includes a Snell M95 approved helmet, riding gloves, boots at least 8 inches
high, and a leather or Cordura jacket/pants combo (with or without armour). Full leathers are
recommended.

3. Mirrors must be removed.
4. All glass and plastic lenses must be taped over completely.

5. All motorcycles must have a handlebar mounted kill switch in working condition within easy
reach from a normal riding position.

6. Tires must be in good condition. No tires that have been punctured and repaired are allowed.
Note: Qil filter, drain bolt, and rad cap lockwiring are strongly encouraged if you plan to
participate frequently. In addition an added safety measure includes changing coolant to
distilled water. (just make sure you change back before winter hits!)

7. All riders will have a rider orientation. This will include a walk/drive around the track and
orientation laps led by an experienced expert. The orientation will include instruction on how
to enter and exit the track, and flag familiarization.

8. THERE WILL BE ABSOLUTELY NO PASSING IN THE TURNS. The rider will be given one
warning and a second infraction will result in disqualification with no refund of fees.

The MRA reserves the right to cancel open track days for any reason.

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ROUND 1 RACE REPORT

Sponsored by Wildwood Motorsports

The day kicked off with the lightweight race. In slightly inclement
weather on a wet track, three riders braved the conditions, Billy
Martens making the break at the start and Wilson High slips his TZ
up the inside of the SV650-mounted Morell. Lap 2 and Wilson
wringing every ounce out of the screaming TZ manages to hold off
Morell on the main straight. By lap 3 big gaps have opened up and
it would be a procession to the finish. The second lightweight and
Jason “I hate riding in the rain” Morell lets off the brakes and leads
the whole race with Martens and High taking the remaining places.

The wait is over as the pack lined up for the first clash of the 2005
season, Dash For Cash, with Peter Ens on his beautifully prepared
GSXR1000. The question in everyone’s mind is how fast will the
636’s ridden by Myron Groening and Marc Jaeger be against the
new litre bikes? The start and Ens gets the hole shot followed by
Filipovic, Groening and Jaeger. Allan O’Ray getting an out-of-
character bad start and would be down in 10° position. Lap 1 and
Groening leaves his braking way late passing Filipovic on the entry
to turn 3. Lap 2 and Ens has already opened up a lead. O’Ray
moving up the field to 6th: then Fred Marriot making a textbook
pass on the inside of turn 5 to take him on to 5" place. By lap 3
he was a man on the move and was in fourth, chasing down Jaeger.
Further down the field Lage was in hot pursuit of the leaders, with
Steve Kriellaars right on his tail. The Order on lap 4 as follows: Ens
stretching his lead, Groening, Jaeger, Filipovic, Chamberlain,
Knutson, Lage, Kriellaars, McCrea, Moncrief, Fredborg, Kuklik. Lap
5 and | watch as O’'Ray goes wide into turn three, not unusual as
| know his signature is passing on the outside of 3, but his exit is
slow as he stands on the

pegs and peers down at this

fast deflating front tire. He,

to his credit, tried to nurse

his bike on but eventually

had to succumb, on a

machine that had become

unrideable. Up at the sharp

end, the order was still Ens,

Groening, Jaeger, Filipovic

and Marriot. Lap 6 and

Kriellaars gets ahead of

Lage. There’s a tremendous

scrap developing between

Kriellaars, Lage, Chamberlain and McCrea, with a hard-charging
Moncrief closing. By Lap 7, Ens has a commanding lead over
Groening, Jaeger, Filipovic and Marriot. Meanwhile, Kriellaars has
passed Knutson. Lage gets badly held up while trying to lap a group
of slower riders. McCrea, taking advantage, passes the whole group,
including Lage, on the inside. So to the line Peter Ens comes first,
totally unchallenged throughout. Allan leaves his braking to the last
possible moment going into 5, lifts the rear wheel and ever-so-
neatly dips his bike inside of Sheldon, who can do nothing but tuck
in behind and chase him up the back straight. Meanwhile, Jaeger
and Knutson are having an almighty battle for 4"' place, Kyle
eventually having to give way to a hard-riding Jaeger. Lap 3 and
the order is Groening, O’'Ray, Chamberlain, Jaeger, Knutson,
Fredborg, Moncrief, Kuklik. Further downfield, Morell has his hands
full trying to fend off an attack from Doug Martens. Lap 5 and Greg
Moncrief and Chris Kuklik appear to be trying to scare each other
into submission. Lap 6, out of turn 5, Myron chooses to go round
and lap Morell on the outside of 6. O’'Ray sees an opening and
stuffs it up the inside of both riders before 7. You've got to love this.

Further down the order, Kuklik had overhauled Moncrief and opened
up a healthy gap. On to lap 8 and Chamberlain makes his move
on Myron and would eventually hold on for a well-deserved second
place. Allan O’'Ray has by now checked out, finding his rhythm and
ever stretching his advantage over the still duelling Chamberlain-
Groening battle. Jaeger is having a lonely time in 4th place, not
gaining on the leaders, but not losing any time to his pursuers.
Skrabek, let's not forget Aaron, has, after a bad start, carved his
way up through the field and now leads the novice charge from
Kuklik and Moncrief. So to the finish and O’Ray takes it from
Chamberlain, with Groening in third. In novice, the honours go to
Skrabek, followed by Kuklik and finally Moncrief. This was glorious
racing.

Superbike starts with a launch NASA would have been proud of,
Filipovic heads the pack off the line. This wasn’t to last as he was
soon overhauled by Ens on the superior Gixer. Meanwhile, Groening
pulled out of Marriot’s draft and by the end of lap 1 had moved up
to 3™ with Jaeger, Knutson, O’Ray and Chamberlain in hot pursuit.
By lap 3, Peter, making it look oh-so-easy, had pulled clear of the
pursuing pack and was settling into a pace that was to become a
hallmark of the day. Midfield there was a healthy scrap going on
between Fredborg, Lage, Knutson and Kriellaars. Then Kuklik,
Skrabek, Moncrief, Wiebe, with McCrea riding out of his socks trying
to rectify his poor start. Lap 5 — Ens has pulled out a commanding
lead and Marriot tucks it up the inside of Groening to take third,
Filipovic holding on to second. There is a battle royal developing
between O’'Ray and Marriot. Lap 7 — Ens crosses the line followed
by Filipovic, then Marriot and
O’Ray side by side, fast
approaching backmarkers
into turn 1. Marriot hits the
back of Nathan Morden,
forcing him into O’'Ray who
has no option but to lay down
his bike and prepare himself
for the consequences.
Marriot goes down too and
the pair of them cascade into
the run-off area outside turn
1. The race is red-flagged
and considered done as the
necessary laps required have been completed. The final result
being Ens, Filipovic & Groening, and in novice Braaten, Kriellaars
& Kuklik.

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50 YOU WANT 10 RACE??

So you've made it out to a few races and this looks like it,
you need to get out there and try this out for yourself! So
where are you going to start? You' ve been to the MRA’ s web
site (mrasuperbike.ca) and have seen that the opportunity starts
with track days. Whether all you have is a slurpee in your
hand and a grin on your face or a bike and full riding gear
lined up already, read on. This article is for you!

There are afew things you are going to have to consider to
makeit al the way to joining the pack and starting on the grid
with the other racers. What | have done is put together some
information that people can use on their quest to make it to
the podium (ok, it's actually the parking lot by the old snack
shack but that’s good enough!). Thisis hopefully the first in
a series of short articles on how to reach your goal where
topics like what do | need for gear, what changes will | need
to make to my bike and generally how do | get there from
being a spectator. My focus throughout will be that your goal
isto get racing. Why am | to be writing this? To share this
little interesting experience with others on the road | too will
be following.

Let’s start with the gear. If you are planning on working your
way up to racing it may betimeto replace the gear you aready
have so it’s up to snuff with what you will eventually need or
you might be looking at buying a quality set of gear for the
first time. A side benefit or buying race quality gear is that
this gear will do avastly superior job of protecting the things
you can't replace, you! The basic equipment requirements for
track days are spelled out below as per the website:

Equipment includes a Snell M 95 approved helmet, riding
gloves, bootsat least 8incheshigh, and aleather or Cordura
jacket / pantscombo (with or without armour). Full leathers
arerecommended.

In general you can get by with your casual street riding gear
meeting the above spec’s for the track days. If you plan on
racing you need to kick the quality up anotch and pay attention
to the riding equipment requirements section of the MRA Rules.

If you are thinking about using your current helmet keep this
requirement in mind: A full-face helmet that complies with

Snell M 95 specifications or comparable DOT rating and noting
that the helmet must have no damage to the face shield, shell,
or liner. These | have seen on sale for aslow as $299.00 brand
new. Some of the reputable manufactures of these are Shoei,
Arai and HJC.

With gloves you will want leather gloves that fasten around
the wrist in amanner that prevents removal by ssmply pulling
them off. These can be had for as little as $50.00 and can run
up to $150.00+. Joe Rocket, Teknic and Al pinestars are common
makers of these.

L eather boots that fasten up with either a zipper, laces, or Velcro
meeting the 8-inch height requirement will do but proper road
racing boots are recommended. Some extra features provided
on more race-oriented boots are a shift protector area, replacegble
calf, ankle and toe diders and injection molding on these aress.

Looking for ajacket aswell? Make sureits leather with a zipper
all around (for secure fit to leather pants). Although leather
pants are not required* for track daysif you want to go the two
piece route you will only need to buy the appropriate matching
leather pants. A one piece leather suit is recommended for
maximum protection if you can afford the expense right away.
Leather istheruleif you intend to race. If you follow this guide
the only optional gear you will need to race is aback protector.

In al of the above descriptions the more you can afford now
the better protected you will be and the less you will need to
buy in the future. Even though you can easily spend thousands
on the best equipment, there are many price levelsfor this gear
that make it attainable for everyone. There are also plenty of
places to find this equipment used at a fraction of the price of
new if you are on a budget. So there redlly is no excuse for not
being properly protected all the time.

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ROOKIE RACE WEEKEND REPORT

After an entire winter of preparation, constant ebay monitoring
and wallet draining, spring finally rollsin so | can put al these
parts to use in the unthawed garage, only to have the bike
finally complete and ready to race at 1 AM the night before.
It feels like it's been non stop preparation for 6 months, and
the Round 1 weekend finally arrives.

The Saturday practice sessions went ok. | wasn't feeling very
comfortable on the bike. Trying to work with different
suspension settings, finding the proper lines to avoid large
bumps in the corners, stopping my hand from yanking the
brake too early, then convincing it to twist the gas sooner.
Trying to put it all together was an immense task to say the
least. | was running the same lap times | was last year (1:09-
1:10's) and that just was not where | needed to be.

I went home that night and ran every entry, apex, and exit
through my head. Thought about all the areas | knew | was
being a chicken shit and killing my times. Reminded myself
of all the techniques I'd been reading about in books over the
winter. Then quivered about having to do all this again with
15 other bikes fighting for position around me.

On the way back to the track Sunday morning for my very first
race day, Heston had brought along Keith Code (the book that
is, not Keith himself ) to do some more last minute cramming
and that was great to clear my head and focus again on all the
problems I'd been mulling over the night before.

Of course, we got there and it started raining. | don't have rain
tires and I'm not prepared to race in the rain at my level, and
especialy not on my wife's street bike converted for aweekend
race. | sat out on the first practice, but decided to feel it out on
the second practice, however the bike was beginning to feel
squirmy, only to reduce my confidence in the fast corners.
Turns out anew tire fixed that issue and by noon it was clearing
up and drying out. Good to go!

By thistime | wastaking a piss every ten minutes. Funny thing
happens to the body when its nerves get put to the test. | just
wanted to get one race overwith so the mind could settle down.

First race went pretty well. Turnsout | was still running 1:08's,
but | was beginnning to fedl pretty comfortable on the bike and
the adrenaline was beginning to hide that chicken that was
haunting me. When the first race ended, | couldn't believe |
had survived. | had so much friggen adrenaline running through
me | could have goneinto the pit and hurled my Dakota across
the friggen infield. | resorted to collapsing on it in utter and
intense joy, disbelief, exhaustion, | don't know how to put it
into words.

Honestly the next 4 races are kind of a blur, but here's what |
remember. The second race was the 600 Supersport and | was
really getting into the zone following an aweful whesdlied start,
ending in a 4th place and finally breaking my 1:08 barrier to

acouple 1:07's.

The third race | don't really know where | ended up asit was
red flagged and called official after 6 laps. My knees were
getting especially fatigued (burning like fire, cringing in pain)
and | was having a hard time holding a line through corners.
Clearly | was doing something wrong and focused on this for
the next race.

The fourth race | changed up my body position and my left
knee was very happy about that. | was definitely smoother with
the change, and faster. | was breaking much later, back wheel
hopping into the corners, and much sooner on the gas coming
out. However this only resulting in more consistant 1:07's.
Again, | have no idea on my place on this one, somewherein
the middle of the pack. This race was by far the most fun yet.
| wasfinaly neck and neck with another rider and were fighting
eachother hard with some great passing.

The fifth and last race. | had an excellent start on this one
getting a great position into turn 1, even held onto Steve for
a couple laps while he toned it down after his, uh, incident.
But, he sooned kicked it up and he was gonein no time. Damn
that boy can ride! | was again being chased by the same rider
and | wasfedling really good by now. Good lines, good breaking,
good passing. | don't recall if | was able to hold him off til the
end. | was able to kick it up to several 1:06's and even had a
1:05 in there! That last race felt REALLY good.

Travis Fredborg
also crashed into turn 1 but was not hurt and got up to finish the race.
That's 3 more to the ambulance & 1 more to the hospital!!

In Superbike, Peter Ens would break away from the pack for hig an
win of theday & 6" straight win for the year. The battle for 2% was
a good one with Jaeger, Groening & Filipovic fighting hard.
